| nt roducti on

Thi s docunent contains a set of principles and guidelines that serves
as the basis for establishing the collaboration between 3GPP2 and

| ETF, with the objective of securing tinely devel opnent of technica
specification that facilitate maximuminteroperability with existing
(fixed and nobile) Internet systens, devices, and protocols.
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Each organization will operate according to their own rules and
procedures including rules governing |IPR policy, specification
el aborati on, approval and maintenance.

3. Reasons For Coll aboration
3.1 3GPP2 use of | ETF Internet Standards

In the further devel opment of 3GPP2 specifications, the benefit of
adopting Internet specifications has been identified.

The preferred 3GPP2 approach is to use the Internet standards
unchanged, if feasible. |In any case, 3GPP2 has no intention to
duplicate work performed in | ETF.

However, while this document recognizes the inportance of 3GPP2
interoperability with the existing Internet and hence the use of |ETF
standards, 3GPP2 recogni zes that additions or nodifications mght be
needed in order to nake the | ETF internet specification fulfill the
needs of 3GPP2. In such cases, 3GPP2 will take its concerns directly
to the appropriate | ETF working groups for resolution, or to an
appropriate Area Director if no appropriate working group can be
found.

3.2 | ETF access to 3GPP2 Wrel ess expertise

The technical work in 3GPP2 is organized in Technical Specification
Groups TSGs each with their area of responsibilities. TSG A and
TSG C are responsible for the Radi o Access networks based on CDVA and
thus the experts in the areas of the characteristics of the physica
transport. TSG N is responsible for the Mbility Managenent and

ot her core network protocol and functionalities. TSGP is
responsi ble for data services and applications. TSG S is responsible
for the service and system aspects including the overal

architecture, security and O%M aspects. Contacts for the TSGs can be
found on the 3GPP2 web-site www. 3gpp2. org.

4. Docunent Sharing

Both 3GPP2 and | ETF encourage the sharing of draft docunents that are
of nutual interest.

3GPP2 wor ki ng docunments are available on its official web-site, and
are grouped according to the neeting. These docunents can be found
on the 3GPP2 ftp server, which is open to anyone, at
ftp://ftp.3gpp2.org. 3GPP2 specifications, those that have conpleted
the 15-day Steering Comrmittee review, can be found at:

It is recomended that interested
i ndi vidual s subscribe to and participate in these lists.

3GPP2 mailing lists, however, are not open to the general public. It
is recoomended that work of nutual interest be discussed on the
relevant 1ETF mailing lists.

VWhen deened necessary, formal conmunication between 3GPP2 and I ETF is
al so permtted. Relevant |ETF Area Directors and 3GPP2 technica

| eadershi p are encouraged and authorized to facilitate such
comuni cati ons when needed.

Rapport eur s/ coordi nat ors

6.1 | ETF coordi nati on support in 3GPP2

An | ETF rapporteur function is established in 3GPP2 Steering
Conmittee.

The i ndi vi dual (s) appointed to undertake the responsibility of this
function should be the initial contact point in 3GPP2 for natters
pertaining to the 3GPP2-1ETF cooperation. O course, the chairman of
Steering Commttee can al ways be contact ed.

The 3GPP2-1ETF rapporteur function, therefore, is expected to work
with the concerned working groups and TSGs and support the
interaction between 3GPP2 and | ETF.
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6.2 3GPP2 Liaison in | ETF

The preferred way for organizations to work with IETF is through the
wor ki ng groups. However, |ETF has a limted nunber of |iaison

rel ati onships with other organizati ons when conditions warrant the
appoi ntnent of a specific person

The appoi nt ment of a specific person in |ESG to function as a "3GPP2
liaison" is proposed.

The role of the 3GPP2 Liaison is to act as an initial contact point
in |ETF for administrative aspects of this collaboration that cannot
easily be handled in other ways (e.g., at a technical |evel by
interactions with | ETF Wrking Groups or Area Directors). It is
agreed that the role does not carry the expectati on of attendance at
3GPP2 neetings or participation in 3GPP2 adm nistrative processes and

anticipated that all liaison efforts assigned to this individual wll
be carried out by electronic mail. It is understood that the liaison
will not have the ability to nake exceptions to, or specia

provisions for, |ETF policies and procedures.

7. Participation
In order to assist the information fl ow between the organi zati ons,
| ETF can on a per case basis appoint an observer to participate and
represent | ETF at 3GPP2 technical neetings.
| ETF nmeetings are open to any interested individuals.
3GPP2 partners (OPs, MRPs) or individual nenbers can participate in
any of the | ETF neetings, in accordance with the existing | ETF
procedures.
3GPP2 neetings are also open to any interested individual, however
such individuals do not have voting privileges. The neeting schedule
can be found on the 3GPP2 web site.

8. Security Considerations

This type of non-protocol docunent does not directly affect the
security of the Internet.
