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1. Overview

Thi s docunent describes the steps to create a Mcrosoft Wrd 97 or
later tenplate to assist those producing Internet drafts. The
resulting configuration allows for sinple WYSIWG editing of drafts
and RFCs while producing output that is in accordance with | ETF draft
and RFC submi ssion specifications. (72 Characters per line, 58 lines
per page, each line term nated by a CRLF, and each page followed by a
LF, etc.) Using Word' s text justification and table capabilities my
facilitate creating ASCI|1 stick draw ngs.

Wil e the authors happen to have been enpl oyed by M crosoft during
much of this docunment’s evolution, it is not a product of Mcrosoft
and i s unsupported.

Included is a detail ed description of howthe RFC Text and RFC
Headi ng styles are defined. This should prove useful to those
wi shing to do further custom zation work or to create a simlar
tenmplate for other versions of Mcrosoft Wrd.

It also includes a description and the source of the CRLF. EXE program
that is used to create the final text file output. Feedback about
this programis consistent with the fact that each version of Wndows
has a slightly different Generic Printer driver. Since this docunent
will not be kept current with every Wndows revision, the code sanple
is provided as a basis for personal custoni zations.

Wil e the process described in this docunment can be used to create
Word format docunents, using the editions of Mcrosoft Wrd for

W ndows or the Apple Macintosh, the actual text format file for
submission to the I-D or RFC editors is only available fromthe

W ndows edition. This limtation is due to the lack of a Generic
Printer driver for the Macintosh.

M crosoft Wrd' s "auto-formatting" can result in sonme undesired
characters when creating the | ETF standardi zed format. (l.e., it
will insert special characters for quotation marks, add specia
formatting when creating lists, etc, which will appear as

unintel ligible character sequences when di spl ayed by pl ai n-text
readers.) To avoid this, turn off "auto formatting."

On the property pages, 'AutoFormat’ and ' AutoFormat As You Type’

turn off all of the auto formatting options. |If you forget, or
frequently switch between | ETF format and not, typing a ~Z after
each auto-format event will undo the formatting change. This of

course requires awareness of the event.

Two special styles need to be defined: RFC Headi ng and RFC Text.
If you choose automatic reference nunmbering or table of contents
(defined below), the style for Endnote Reference, Endnote Text,
and TCC need to be nodified. The entire draft nust be witten
using these styles for the spacing to come out correctly.

Thi s RFC has been produced using the styles & procedures defined
within. You may follow the instructions below for creating the
RFC Headi ng and RFC Text styles or sinply acquire a copy of the M
word (.rtf) file fromone of the |ocations above, del ete the body
text, insert your rfc text and apply the styles to the body and
headers as appropri ate.

*** Do not use bold, underlining, italics, etc., or you will |ose
the WYSI WG editing feature since these settings affect the nunber
of characters that can occur on a line. Wen the resulting
Internet draft is saved as plain text, all that formatting will be
| ost anyway. ***

Print the docunment to the Generic Text Printer, and save the
output to file. |If you do not have the Generic Text Printer
driver installed, install it fromthe Control Panel. (Printers,
Add Printer, local/M Conputer, any LPT port (you will be printing
to a file), select Generic, Ceneric/Text Only fromthe conbo box).
VWhen you print to a file, a pop-up will ask for the file name.
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4) Run the CRLF programin a DOS wi ndow to automatically add carriage
returns.

Usage is CRLF <source> <destinati on>

Where <source> is the nane of the file produced by printing to the
generic text printer, and <destination> is the nane of the text
draft you are producing. An exanple (where the files CRLF. EXE and
draft-00.prn are in the C/TEMP directory) would be:

5) Check to see if any non-ASClI| characters have slipped in by
viewi ng the docunent with a sinple text viewer. The Unix program
"less’[1] will highlight non-ASCI|I characters. |f a non-M crosoft
operating systens is not avail able, the Notepad program wil|
di splay and not-try to re-interpret any special characters.

3.1 Defining Mcrosoft Wrd Page Layout and Styles

These are settings used to define the RFC Text and RFC Headi ng
styles. Note: the nenu options to set these are enclosed in
parenthesis and are listed for Mcrosoft Wrd 97. They may differ
slightly for other versions of Mcrosoft Wrd.

The right margin is what determ nes 72 characters per line. Using 12
pt font, 10 chars/inch, 72 chars = 7.2". Using paper that is 8.5"
wide. 8.5" - 7.2" =1.3" =93.6 pts If you get "one or nore
margi ns are outside the printable area” nessage, select Ignore. This
seens to depend on the printer you currently have sel ected.

3.2 Positioning the docunent identifiers on the first page

The ' Table' tool can be used to assist with justification of the
document identifiers on the first page. Each cell in the table
maintains its own justification characteristics, so getting left and
right justification on the same line is sinmplified. On the Tool bar
select the icon that looks |ike a grid with a dark bar across the
top. This will pop-up a table array. Drag the nobuse across to

sel ect the nunmber of rows and colums (for the opening header 4 rows
x 2 colums, unless there are several authors). Select the table
that was just inserted by click-and-hold in the left margin, and then
cl ear the boarders.

Select the cells on the right (position the cursor just above the top
cell, when the cursor beconmes an arrow pointing down, click) and set
justification right. (The default is to take justification fromthe
line it is being positioned on, so the left columm shouldn’t need
changi ng.)

I f necessary, nobve the center divider to the right for the docunent
title. Select the left colum of cells, then position the cursor
over the dividing line. Wen it changes to parallel bars with
right/left arrows, click-and-hold, then drag the |ine as necessary.

3.3 Automatic date

For those who frequently update drafts, and find they occasionally
forget to update the current save and expire dates, there is a way to
automate those fields. Wile it is rather conplex to set up the
expire-nonth field, it only needs to be done once in a tenplate file,
and all future drafts benefit.

To automatically set the current date on save, select the |ower right
cell in the table created above, and insert the save date.

The field will have a gray background on the screen, but will not
affect the printed version. Double click on the field, copy, and
then replace the Month, Year in the header (10 in Layout Styles
above) with a paste.

Setting up the expire-date is simlar, but requires inserting nested
fields.

4. Final fixup: the CRLF program

Each line needs to be terminated by a CRLF, but when printing your
docurent to the Generic Text Printer driver, sone blank lines will be
termnated only with a line feed. Consider a traditional text |ine
printer, printing a line of text, followed by 3 blank lines. The

Thi s was done because there was no need to nobve the print carriage
head for the blank lines, only |line feeds were necessary.

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5. Known probl ens
5.1 Margins

During the devel opnent of this docunment there were reports that some
version conbi nations of Wndows and Wrd cut off characters on the
left. One approach to resolve this is to set the left and right
margins to 36 and 57.6, thus shifting the text right. If text
clipping was not a problemfor the version conbination, these val ues
produce | eadi ng spaces. This doesn’'t affect the overall appearance,
but makes the file larger than necessary, and violates the RFC |line
length rule. Adjustnent of the margins for any specific version
conbi nati on of Wndows and Wrd will have to be locally appropriate;
just nake sure to nove both in equal increments of 12 to the point
where all characters appear

5.2 Printing
If you try to print the draft you are working on fromw thin

M crosoft Wrd to an actual printer (not to a file using the Generic
Text printer driver), you may receive an error nmessage indicating the

margi ns are outside of the printable area of the printer. If you
continue printing, the first 2 characters of each heading will be
truncated. It is recomrended that you produce a printed copy of the

draft you are working on by using the CRLF programto produce a text
file, and then redirect it to a printer (so that you do not need to
deal with other prograns |ike NOTEPAD, etc. adding their own
mar gi ns.) Exanpl e:

- Print to afile using the generic text printer
- CRLF draft.prn draft.txt

- NET USE I ptl <\\printernanme\sharenane>

- TYPE draft.txt > LPT1

As an alternative, if the final draft.txt file is opened with Wrd,

setting all 4 margins to .65" will position it on the page.

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5.3 The Under score character

If you use the underscore character "_" within the RFC Text and RFC
Heading style, it will not be displayed on nost screens. (It appears
as a blank space.) It will print correctly and will appear as an

underscore character in the final draft output.
6. Formal Syntax

The formal definition of RFC format is defined in RFC 2223 [2] and
Internet Draft instructions are available at [3].

7. Security Considerations

Caution is advised when openi ng any docunent that may contain a nacro
virus. The tenplate files originally provided to the Internet-drafts
& RFC editors did not contain any macros, and unless tanpered wth,
should not now. If there are concerns about using the tenpl ate doc
file, the instructions provided here will allow the creation of one
fromscratch. Further details about Mcrosoft Wrd nacro virus
concerns are available at: http://ww. m crosoft.comi.
