Abstract

The Ogg Bitstream Format ains at becom ng a general, freely-avail able
standard for transporting multinmedia content across conputing

pl atfornms and networks. The intention of this docurment is to define
the M ME nedia type application/ogg to refer to this kind of content
when transported across the Internet. It is the intention of the Ogg
Bi t stream Format devel opers that it be usable without intellectua
property concerns.

Conventions used in this Docunent

The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQU RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOWMENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this
docunent are to be interpreted as described in RFC 2119 [2].

1. The Ogg Bitstream For mat

The Ogg Bitstream format has been devel oped as a part of a |arger
project ained at creating a set of components for the coding and
decodi ng of nultinedia content (codecs) which are to be freely
avai l abl e and freely re-inplenentable both in software and in
hardware for the conmputing conmunity at |arge, including the Internet
comuni ty.

Raw packets fromthese codecs may be used directly by transport

nmechani sns that provide their own fram ng and packet-separation
nmechani sns (such as UDP dat agrans).
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One such fram ng and content-separation mechanismis the real-tine
transport protocol (RTP). RTP allows the stream ng of synchronous

| ossy data for broadcasting and sinilar purposes. |If this function
is desired then a separate RTP w appi ng mechani sm shoul d be used. A
wr appi ng mechanismis currently under devel opnment.

For stream based storage (such as files) and transport (such as TCP
streanms or pipes), Ogg codecs use the Ogg Bitstream Format to provide
fram ng/ sync, sync recapture after error, |andmarks during seeking,
and enough information to properly separate data back into packets at
the original packet boundaries wi thout relying on decoding to find
packet boundaries. The application/ogg MM type refers to this kind
of bitstreans, when no further know edge of the bitstream content

exi sts.

The bitstreamformat in itself is docunented in [1].

The Ogg bitstreamformat is binary data, and nust be encoded for
non-binary transport; the Base64 encoding is suitable for Email
Bi nary encodi ng coul d al so be used.
Security Considerations:
As the Ogg bitstreamfile is a container format and only a carrier of
content (such as Vorbis audio) with a very rigid definition (see
[1]), this format in itself is not nore vul nerable than any other
content fram ng nmechanism The main security consideration for the
receiving application is to ensure that mani pul ated packages can not
cause buffer overflows and the like. It is possible to encapsul ate

even executable content in the bitstream so for such uses additiona
security considerations nust be taken
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Qgg bitstreamfiles are not signed or encrypted using any applicable
encryption schenes. External security nmechani snms nust be added if
content confidentiality and authenticity is to be achieved.
Interoperability considerations:

The Ogg bitstream format has proved to be widely inplenmentable across
different conputing platforms. A broadly portable reference

i mpl enentation is available under a BSD |license.

The Ogg bitstreamformat is not patented and can be inplemented by
third parties wthout patent considerations.
