Abst r act
Thi s docunent describes a proposal for one formof a tenplate for
| ETF patent disclosures and licensing declarations. The optional use
of this tenplate is neant to sinplify the process of such disclosures
and |icensing declarations and to assist disclosers in providing the

necessary information to nmeet the obligations docunmented in RFC 3668.
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1. Introduction

RFC 3668 [ RFC3668] docunents the current | ETF policies and
obligations with respect to disclosure of patents and patent
applications. 1t also docunents the information requested in

i censing declarations for | ETF specifications. 1In the interest of
maki ng these patent disclosure and |icensing declaration processes
simpler, this docunment proposes a patent disclosure and |icensing
decl aration tenplate that may be optionally used as one nethod for

| ETF participants and patent holders to conply with patent disclosure
requi rements and |icensing declaration provisions under RFC 3668.
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Thi s proposal also nay be optionally used as a nodel by the | ETF
Secretariat for Wb-based di sclosure and |icensing declaration tools;
however, the intent of this docunent is informational and is not
meant to suggest that this is the only nethod that could be used by

| ETF participants for disclosure of patents or for |icensing
declarations.

technol ogy. There are security considerations when adopting any
particul ar technol ogy, regardl ess of whether patent or patent
application disclosures or licensing declarations are inplicated by
such technol ogy. A working group should take those security

consi derations into account as one part of evaluating the technol ogy,
but there are no security considerations per se with these | ETF
processes.
