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Abst ract

Thi s docunent descri bes the standardi zati on col | aborati on between the
Qpen Mobile Alliance (OMA) and the Internet Engineering Task Force
(1 ETF).

1. | nt roducti on

Thi s docunent contains a set of principles and guidelines that serves
as the basis for establishing a cooperation framework between the
Open Mobile Alliance (OVA) and the Internet Engineering Task Force
(IETF). This cooperation is intended to secure tinely devel opnent of
techni cal specifications that facilitate maxi numinteroperability
with existing (fixed and nobile) Internet systens, devices, and

pr ot ocol s.

Wthin the OVA, specific activities are undertaken through OVA
wor ki ng groups, each with an area of responsibility. These
activities are authorized, and their output is approved by, the OVA
Techni cal Plenary. The list of OVA working groups, OVA
Specifications for public comment, the OVA work program and publicly
avai | abl e working group drafts can be found at the OVA web site,
<http://ww. opennobi | eal | i ance. org>.

Wthin the | ETF, activities are undertaken within a franmework of
Areas, with specific activities being undertaken by working groups
that are chartered within each Area. Working group output is
reviewed by the Internet Engineering Steering Goup (IESG and
published by the RFC-Editor. |ETF activities are based on a
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principle of open contribution and participation by any interested
party. Information on | ETF worki ng groups, current work itemdrafts,
neeting schedules, and nailing lists are published on the | ETF web
site, <http://ww.ietf.org>.

The I ETF and the OVA, are cooperating with a nutual desire to support
the integrity of specifications and standards devel oped by each body.
The preferred approach is that the OVA uses the Internet standards
unchanged, if feasible, and comuni cates requirenments for change to
the I ETF, as needed. The parties intend to work together in an
effort to avoid duplication of work.

Each organi zation will operate according to its own rules and
procedures, including rules governing Intellectual Property Rights
(IPR), specification elaboration, approval, and maintenance.

Thi s cooperation framework is intended to guide coll aborative
efforts, and should be put into use in as nuch as it is applicable to
these efforts. |If either party finds this framework inapplicable,
then it may notify the other party so that this framework may be

nodi fied or withdrawn, as appropriate.

2. Basis of Collaboration

In the further devel opnment of OVA specifications, the benefit of
adopting Internet specifications has been identified.

Al t hough this docunment recognizes the inportance of interoperability
of OVA specifications with the existing Internet and hence the use of
| ETF standards, the OVA recogni zes that additions or nodifications

m ght be needed in order to nake the | ETF Internet specifications
nmeet the needs of the OVA. In such cases, the OVA will take its
concerns directly to the appropriate | ETF worki ng groups for

resol ution. \Wen no appropriate working group can be found or it is
not known where to direct the communication, or in the case of

resol ution of consequent matters, the issue will be raised through
the OVA's designated liaison to the | ETF

The | ETF may al so need to ask questions of the OVA in order to refine
its understanding of OVA requirements or may wi sh to of fer gui dance
to OVA on the effective use of Internet specifications. Were
possi bl e, these communications will occur in the context of a

di scussi on between OVA and an | ETF working group. In the event that
a working group level discussion is deenmed inappropriate for the
desired conmmuni cation, the matter will be raised through the IETF s

designated liaison to the QVA
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3.

Docurent Shari ng

Both the OVA and the | ETF encourage the sharing of draft documents
that are of mutual interest.

Al'l |1 ETF docunents are publicly available fromthe | ETF web site, and
di scussion of docunments is hosted on open nmiling lists.

OVA documents intended for public consunption, including working
drafts, are published for open access on the OVA web site
<http://ww. opennobi | eal | i ance. org/>. Technical contributions to OVA
by its nenbers are al so encouraged to make publicly avail able.

The OVA and the IETF will work to update and exchange, on a regul ar
basis, a list of dependencies between each organization’s
speci fications and work in progress.

Participation in the | ETF Process

Participation in the | ETF process is conpletely open. This allows
OVA del egates to participate to whatever extent the OVA considers
appropriate in I ETF neetings and mailing |ist discussions to assi st
the 1ETF in refining its understanding of OVA requirenents and in
neeting requirenents that the | ETF deens appropriate. This close
wor ki ng relationship also offers an excellent opportunity for QOVA
del egates to receive informal guidance fromI|ETF on OVA's use of

I nternet specifications.

The vast mmjority of technical discussions and decision making within
the 1ETF is undertaken by using open nailing lists. It is
recommended that interested individuals subscribe to and participate
on these lists.

The OVA is to be notified of new work to be undertaken by the |IETF
via a nominated | ETF |iaison notification mechani sm

Desi gnat ed Li ai sons

When the informal working group level of interaction is insufficient,
matters can be raised through a |liaison channel. The OVA and the

| ETF shall each establish |iaison functions for conmunication with
the other organization and shall appoint one or nore individuals to
t hose functions.
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5.1. | ETF Liaison to QVA

The preferred way for organizations to work with IETF is through the
wor ki ng groups. However, |ETF has a |limted nunber of individua
liaison roles with other organizati ons when conditions warrant the
appoi ntnent of a specific person

The Internet Architecture Board (1 AB) shall appoint a specific person
to serve as the OVA Liaison. The role of the IETFs OVA Liaison is
to act as an initial contact point in |ETF for adm nistrative aspects
of this collaboration that cannot easily be handl ed in other ways
(e.g., at a technical level by interactions with | ETF Wrking G oups

or Area Directors). It is agreed that the role does not carry the
expectation of attendance at OVA neetings or participation in OVA
adnmi ni strative processes, and it is anticipated that all Iiaison
efforts assigned to this individual will be carried out by electronic
mail. It is understood that the |iaison does not have the ability to

nmake exceptions to, or special provisions for, |IETF policies and
pr ocedures.

It is expected that the individual appointed to this role would:

o be informed by the OVA of OVA activities on behalf of the I ETF
i ncl udi ng new work proposals, and be able to report those using
appropriate channels within the | ETF

o convey liaisons statements fromthe OVA to the | ETF, and be
responsi bl e for shepherding the OVA comuni cation to the rel evant
parts of the I|IETF

O report to the OVA on progress with | ETF consideration of QOVA
liaison statenents, and

o have direct access to the OVA technical |eadership as well as
direct access to the 1AB and | ETF Area Directors, as required.

OVA neetings are nornally only open to del egates from OVA nmenber
organi zations. To assist the information fl ow between the

organi zations, the |ETF may, by prior witten invitation fromthe QOVA
on a per-case basis, send a representative to participate in and
represent the I ETF at an OVA Technical Plenary and working group
neeting under conditions set forth by the OVA. The representative
could be the IETF liaison or, in the event that the |iaison cannot
attend, sone ot her designated individual
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5.2. OMA Liaison to | ETF

The OVA Technical Plenary shall establish an I ETF |iaison to be the
initial contact point in the OVA for matters pertaining to the OWA-
| ETF cooperation. The OVA-1ETF liaison function, therefore, is
expected to work with the concerned | ETF and OVA wor ki ng groups and
to support the interaction between the OVA and the | ETF.

6. Formal Liaison Statenents

VWhenever possible, and as the preferred primary method of
conmuni cati on and coordination of activity, communication at the
wor ki ng group level is strongly encouraged.

When deened necessary, formal communi cati on between OVA and | ETF is
al so permtted. These conmunications are to be recorded in the form
of Liaison Statenents, and the IETF will use the OVA liaison role to
convey these statenments between the IETF and the OQVA. Al [iaison
statenents nmade by the I ETF or directed to the | ETF shall be
published by the | ETF as public docunents. Al liaison statenments
made by the ETF will conmply with the IETF I PR policy as docunented
in RFC 3667 [1] and RFC 3668 [2].

7. Contributions

OVA menbers may make contributions to the ETF in their capacity as
| ETF participants, under the IETF' s | PR policy, as docunented in RFC
3667 [1] and RFC3668 [2].

| ETF participants who are al so nenbers of the OVA nay make
contributions to the OVA only in their capacity as OVA nenbers, under
the OVA's menbership rules, including its IPR policy.

OVA nmailing lists are not open to the general public. It is
reconmended that work of mutual interest be discussed on the rel evant
| ETF mailing lists.
The OVA may nmeke normative references to the | ETF Proposed Standard,
Draft Standard, Standard, Best Common Practice and | nformationa
specifications that are published as part of the "Request for
Comment s (RFC) docunent series.
