Resource Nanmespace (URN) resources published by the Open Mbile
Alliance (OMA). OWVA defines and manages resources that utilize this
URN nanme nodel. Managenent activities for these and other resource

types are provided by the Open Mbile Nanming Authority (OVNA).
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I nt roduction
OVA is a specification devel opnent body devel opi ng technol ogi es for
nobi l e devices. This activity is supported by a nenbership conposed
of network operators, equipnment vendors, content providers, and other
suppliers to the nobile narket.
Sone of the technol ogi es bei ng devel oped by OVA need XM. nanespaces
that are managed so that they are unique and persistent. To assure
that the uniqueness is absolute, the registration of a specific NID
for use by OVA was deemed appropriate. Therefore, a full and
conplete registration will follow the namespace specification process
as defined in [ RFC3406] .

where the "OVAresource" is a US-ASCI| string that confornms to the

URN syntax requirenents [RFC2141] and defines a specific class of
resource type. Each resource type has a specific | abeling schene
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that is covered by "ResourceSpecificString", which also confornms
to the nam ng requirenents of [RFC2141].

OVA nai ntains a namng authority, the Cpen Mbile Nam ng Authority
(OWA), that will manage the assignment of "OVAresources” and the
specific registration values assigned for each resource class.

I dentifier uniqueness considerations:

The OWNA wi || nanage resources using the "ona" NID and will be the
authority for managi ng the resources and subsequent strings
associated. In the associated procedures, OWA will ensure the

uni queness of the strings thenselves or shall permt secondary
responsi bility for managerment of well-defined sub-trees.

OVA may permt use of experinental type values that will not be
regi stered. As a consequence, nultiple users may end up using the
sane value for separate uses. As experinmental usage is only

i ntended for testing purposes, this should not be a real issue.

Identifier persistence considerations:

OWA wi || provide clear documentation of the registered uses of
the "oma" NID. This will be structured such that each OWAresource
wi Il have a separate description and registration table.

The registration tables and information will be published and

mai ntai ned by OWA on its web site.
Process of identifier assignnent:
OWA wi || provide procedures for registration of each type of
resource that it maintains. Each such resource nmay have three
types of registration activities:
1) Regi stered val ues associated with OVA specs or services

2) Registration of values or sub-trees to other entities
3) Name nodel s for use in experinmental purposes
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Process for identifier resolution:
The nanespace is not listed with an RDS; this is not rel evant.

4. Nanmespace Consi derations

The Open Mbile Alliance is developing a variety of application and
service enablers. Sonme of these enablers require that supporting
information (e.g., data descriptions, attributes, etc.) be fully
specified. For proper operation, descriptions of the needed
supporting informati on nust exist and be available in a unique,
reliabl e, and persistent manner. These dependenci es provide the
basi s of need for namespaces, in one form or another
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As the Open Mobile Alliance work is ongoing and covers nany technica
areas, the possibility of binding to various other nanespace
repositories has been deenmed inpractical. Each object or
description, as defined in OMA, could possibly be related to multiple
di fferent other namespaces, so further conflicts of association could
occur. Thus the intent is to utilize the Open Mbile Nam ng

Aut hority, operated by OMA, as the nami ng authority for OVA-defined
obj ects and descri ptions.

5. Comunity Consi derations

The obj ects and descriptions required for enablers produced by OVA
are generally available for use by other organizations. The Qpen
Mobi | e Naming Authority will provide access and support for nane
requests by these organizations. This support can be enabled in a
timely and responsi ve fashion as new objects and descriptions are
produced. These will be enabled in a fashion simlar to current OWA
support.

6. Security Considerations

There are no additional security considerations other than those
normal |y associated with the use and resolution of URNs in general
