[RFC5444] provides a common format that enabl es one or
nore protocols to share the I ANA allocations defined in this docunent
unanbi guousl y.

2. Conventions Used in This Docunent
The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQUI RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMMENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this
docunent are to be interpreted as described in RFC 2119 [ RFC2119].

3. UDP Port Number
MANET routers require a well-known UDP port number [IANA] to send and
recei ve MANET routing protocol packets. The title of this UDP port
is "manet". The value of this UDP port is 269.

4. | P Protocol Nunber
MANET routers require a well-known |IP protocol nunber [IANA] to send
and recei ve MANET routing protocol packets. The title of this IP

protocol nunber is "manet". The value of this IP protocol nunber is
138.
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5. Link-Local Milticast G oup for MANET Routers

MANET routers require a well-known, link-local multicast address

[ RFC4291] to send and receive MANET routing protocol packets. The
nane of the multicast address to reach |ink-local (LL) MANET routers
is "LL- MANET- Rout ers".

For I Pv4, a well-known, |ink-local scope nulticast address is
required. The address for LL-MANET-Routers is 224.0.0.109.

For 1Pv6, a well-known, |ink-local scope multicast address is
required. The address for LL-MANET-Routers is FF02:0:0:0:0:0:0:6D.
