IS-1Sis the "OSl Internmediate systemto Internmedi ate systemintra-
domai n routeing information exchange protocol for use in conjunction
with the protocol for providing the connectionl ess-node Network
Service (1SO 8473)", otherw se known as |SO | EC 10589. It has been
extended for use with IP by RFC 1195 [ RFCL1195] and subsequently
enhanced by nany other RFCs.

RFC 1142 [RFC1142] was a republication of 1SO DP 10589 originally
provided as a service to the Internet community. However, |SO DP
10589 was an 1SO "Draft Proposal”, which differed in a considerable
nunber of significant respects fromthe final standardi zed version
published as |1 SO | EC 10589 [ISOL0589-First-Edition], and subsequently
revised as | SO | EC 10589 Second Edition [l SOL0589- Second-Edition].

It has been an ongoi ng source of confusion when RFC 1142 has been
unwi ttingly quoted or referenced in place of 1SOIEC 10589 itself.

Al references to IS-1S should be to the |atest edition of the IS-IS
standard (currently |1SQO | EC 10589: 2002, Second Edition), and RFC 1142
is only of historic interest.

This memp expl ains why RFC 1142, "OSI 1S-1S Intra-domai n Routing
Protocol", is reclassified to Historic status. This nmenp al so
obsol etes RFC 1142.
